Item No. 4:
Road Traffic (Traffic and Parking) Regulations 1997 – Revised Schedule for Kilkenny City and Environs.
Mr. John Mulholland circulated the revised schedule under the Road Traffic (Traffic and Parking) Regulations 1997 for Kilkenny City and Environs to the Members.  Mr. Mulholland explained that the schedule reflects all the recent changes and underpins the powers of the Gardaí and Traffic Wardens to carry out enforcement and the revised schedule will be put before the Members of Kilkenny County Council at their next meeting.
The Members welcomed the report and Mr. Mulholland responded to a number of queries in relation to residents only parking areas, cycle lanes and bus shelters.  Mr. Mulholland also confirmed that the new arrangements for bus stops in the City are now in place and all the Bus Operators and the Gardaí have been notified of same.
It was agreed that this item would be brought before the Kilkenny City Joint Policing Committee for discussion.

Item No. 5:
Report on the Uses of Tea House, Bateman Quay.
Mr. Kieran Fitzgerald circulated a report to the Members on the various options for the uses of the Tea House at Bateman Quay. 
The Members complimented Mr. Fitzgerald on his report and following a discussion it was decided that the use of the Tea House should be tourism related.   Mr. Fitzgerald agreed to investigate and report back to the Members on possible locations for public convenience facilities in the Market Yard.
Item No. 6.
Christmas 2010 Traffic Management in Kilkenny.
In a brief presentation Mr. Kieran Fitzgerald informed the meeting of the response to the recent traffic management initiatives undertaken by the Borough Council during the Christmas 2010 period.  He gave the figures in relation to the Park and Ride Scheme and free parking at County Hall Car Park.
The Members commended the initiatives taken on over the Christmas period and acknowledged the disappointing figures in relation to the Park and Ride Scheme but agreed that the scheme cannot be judged on one year only considering the recent severe weather spell.  It was agreed that the Scheme should be continued in 2011.

Item No. 7.
Response to Severe Weather Conditions.
Mr. Kieran Fitzgerald gave a brief presentation on the response of the emergency services during the recent severe weather spell.

The Members thanked Mr. Fitzgerald for this report and acknowledged the work carried out by Borough and County Council staff together with the Army, Snowbusters, Media and all voluntary groups.  
Mr. John Mulholland outlined the cost incurred in responding to the severe weather conditions and stated that an overall review of the response will be conducted.

Ossory Park Remedial Works
