Tree Preservation Order at Castle Gardens, Kilkenny.
In reply to some queries and comments made by the Members, Mr. B. Tyrrell stated that he was satisfied that the matter is properly before the Members and the provisions of the relevant legislation have been followed.  He confirmed that an audit of trees within the City and Environs is currently being considered and this was the first Tree Preservation Order for the Borough Council.  It was also highlighted that the legislation provides for the varying, amendment or revoking of the Order in the future, should the need arise.  Following a further discussion it was:

“WHEREAS it appears to the Kilkenny Borough Council (hereinafter called "the planning authority") being the planning authority for the Borough of Kilkenny, that it is expedient in the interests of the amenity and/or the environment of the general  locality where  the tree is  located to make provision for the preservation of the tree specified in the First Schedule to this Order and more particularly delineated on the map annexed hereto.

NOW THEREFORE in the exercise of the powers conferred on them by Section 205 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Act 2000, the planning authority hereby orders that the cutting down, topping, lopping or wilful destruction of the tree specified in the Schedule to this order and delineated on the map attached hereto is prohibited, other than works specified under any agreement entered into with the owner and occupier of the land affected by the order.

FURTHERMORE the planning authority requires the owner and occupier of the land affected by the order to enter into an agreement with the planning authority to ensure the proper management of the tree, subject to the planning authority providing assistance, including financial assistance towards such management as may be agreed.

The planning authority hereby further declares that the tree specified in the Schedule is of special amenity value. 

This Order may be cited as the Kilkenny Borough Council Tree Preservation Order No. 1 of 2006

SCHEDULE

A mature giant redwood tree (sequoiadendron giganteum) at Redwood, Castle Gardens, Kilkenny, located on the lands of Patrick Raggett.”

Item No. 6:

Parade and Canal Square Project – Part 8 Report
The County Manager introduced his report to the Members on the submissions and observations received and expressed his appreciation to the members for their time in giving the report their consideration.   He made some further comments on the project highlighting the benefits it will bring to Kilkenny when completed.
